NOVEMBER: A MONTH OF GRIEF FOR A WORLD OF Loss
COVID-19 deaths are now at more than 700,000 (and
more than 100 in the extended parish family), many
others have the added loss of significant property due to
the September tropical storm, and still others have their
own grief and loss apart from the headlines.
