SOLEMNIDAD DEL CORPUS CHRISTI
“LA EUCARISTIA ES FUENTE Y CIMA

DE TODA LA VIDA CRISTIANA”

Hoy celebramos la solemnidad del
Santisimo Cuerpo y Sangre de Cristo,
conocida por su nombre el latin:

Corpus Christi. Esta solemnidad surge en
la Iglesia universal mediante la bula 7ransiturus flrmada
por el papa Urbano IV el 8 de septiembre de 1264, que la
fij6 para el jueves después de la octava de Pentecostés (en
Puerto Rico y en otros paises, por consideraciones
pastorales, se celebra el domingo siguiente).
