What is the "Season of 
Creation?" From LaudatoSi 
Movement.org: "Season of 
Creation is a time of grace that 
the Church, in ecumenical 
dialogue, offers to humanity to 
renew its relationship with the Creator and with 
creation, through celebration, conversion and 
commitment together. 
In other words, the Season of Creation is the annual 
ecumenical celebration of prayer and action for our 
common home.

Day of Prayer for the Care of Creation, and ends on 
October 4, the feast of St. Francis of Assisi, the patron 
saint of ecology beloved by many Christian 
denominations.

 Prayer: Host an ecumenical prayer gathering that 
unites all Christians for the care of our common 
home.

“The annual World Day of Prayer for the Care of 
Creation will offer individual believers and 
communities a fitting opportunity to reaffirm their 
personal vocation to be stewards of creation, to thank 
God for the wonderful handiwork which he has 
entrusted to our care, and to implore his help for the 
protection of creation as well as his pardon for the 
sins committed against the world in which we live. 
The celebration of this Day, on the same date as the 
Orthodox Church, will be a valuable opportunity to 
bear witness to our growing communion with our 
Orthodox brothers and sisters.”
